Example of positioning

In a supine position

Molly Heel Protection can be used to relieve
the heels. Always use a sock or tubular
bandage between the skin and Molly Heel
Protection. Ensure that the Velcro strap
opening is facing upward.
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In a lateral position

Rotate Molly Heel Protection so that the
Velcro strap opening is facing down towards
the mattress. The heel protector should be
loosely positioned to allow rotation around the leg.

Molly Heel Protection comes with a
liquidproof hygiene cover for easy cleaning.

The liquidproof hygiene cover is manufactured
in a four-way stretch®® fabric to reduce the
risk of shear forces, and is vapour-permeable®
to lower the risk of skin maceration.
